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1. INTRODUCTION

SUMMER FROM A DIFFERENT PERSPECTIVE

Grandvalira opens its doors in summer. For the fourth year 
running, Grandvalira will offer various outdoor leisure 
activities from the 6th July until 9th September.

On one hand, Grandvalira – Soldeu will host the GRANDVALIRA 
MOUNTAIN BIKE PARK. An area dedicated to mountain bike 
activities with a wide range of freeride and cross-country 
tracks (74Km). This year we are opening 4 new freeride 
tracks and there are improvements to those already in 
existence. In total, the resort presents 11 freeride
itineraries and has consolidated itself as one of the best 
centres for mountain biking at a Spanish and Andorran 
level.

At Grandvalira – Canillo there is also a wide range of

4. GRANDVALIRA MOUNTAIN BIKE PARK

This is one of the main dishes of 
the Grandvalira summer activities, 
with different tracks and 
disciplines so that mountain bike 
enthusiasts can find their ideal 
run.

Grandvalira Mountain Bike Park’s 
manager is Oscar Saiz, one of the 
world’s top ten downhill riders. He 
and his team will advise you when it 
comes to choosing your discipline 
and the difficulty of the 
itineraries.

The Grandvalira MBP is based in the 
Grandvalira – Soldeu sector where 
the Freestyle BikePark circuit and 
freeride and cross-country tracks 
are located. A MBP pass is available 
for visitors which allows unlimited 
rides up all day with your bike on 
the Grandvalira – Soldeu gondola and 
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a. FREERIDE ROUTES
Located at Grandvalira – Soldeu, the freeride routes are 
11 downhill itineraries designed so that you can 
progress no matter what your ability. These routes, of 
between 2.500 and 6.000 metres, go from 2.450 metres of 
altitude (start at Solana chairlift) to 1.800 metres 
(Soldeu village). They can be accessed by the Soldeu 
Gondola and the detachable Solana Chairlift. For this 
season, the existing routes have been improved and new 
runs have been opened.

a.1 ROLLER COASTER RUN
This is a short, intense 180 m. run of great difficulty. Along the 
way, you’ll only find machine shaped jumps, table tops and camel 
humps to enjoy an intense and different feeling. It’s located on a 
variant of the Avet run but is completely different and very 
attractive for downhill specialists.

a.2 L’AVET RUN
High difficulty track which runs from the Espiolets flat to the 
bottom of the Soldeu chairlift. This is a run for the most 
demanding freeriders.

      a.3 LA FOSCA AND CONNECTION II
       Low difficulty transition run which links the different 
Grandvalira Mountain Bike  Park sectors.

Therefore, the Grandvalira MBP has a MTB school with 
specialist instructors, an option to hire bikes and body 
armour, as well as a repair point and a washing facility to 
be able to look after your bike at any time.

d.1 SCHOOL
The Grandvalira Mountain Bike Park has its own school 
located in Soldeu, at the Pla d’Espiolets. It has 
specialist instructors and guides and is led by one of the 
best bikers on the Spanish scene, Oscar Saiz. Saiz is MBP 
Grandvalira’s manager. Options are available depending on 
the technique which you would like to learn.

FREERIDE: Beginner and improvement levels to develop
control of speed and to learn to react to obstacles on the 
fast downhill descents.

X-COUNTRY: Beginner and improvement levels to develop 
mountain bike technique.

d.2 REPAIR POINT
At Pla d’Espiolets in Grandvalira – Soldeu, there’s a point 
provided with basic tools to adjust your bike or make 
simple repairs. This is a free service.

d.3 MOUNTAIN BIKE WASH POINT
Located at the base of the Grandvalira – Soldeu gondola 
building. Grandvalira offers a completely free washing 
facility so that at the end of a long day you can keep your 
bike spotless.

a. VIAS FERRATAS

“Vias ferratas” are climbing itineraries which allow 
customers to experience the sensations of a rock face climb
without requiring the necessary technique to overcome the 
rocky obstacles. Iron steps, a steel cable lifeline, as 
well as a professional guide; guarantee the client’s safety 
and the climb’s success.

BEGINNER’S VIAS FERRATAS: Via ferrata Cortals de l’Aspra 
(Grandvalira-Encamp), Via ferrata Canal de Mora  (Grandvalira-Canillo 
) especially for children from 7 – 11 years of age. Easy route over a 
rocky outcrop with 150 metres vertical drop located in the Els Cortals 
valley in Encamp at 2000 metres of altitude, vertical stretches linked 
by 2 hanging bridges,between 2 and 3 hours of vertical activity. Ideal 
for first timers to learn the activity and discover the technique.

INTERMEDIATE VIAS FERRATAS: Via ferrata Directisima Roc del Quer
(Grandvalira-Canillo). Medium difficulty routes with around 200 to 300 
metres of vertical drop, the Roc del Quer follows a direct line over a 
majestic vertical wall leading to the view point of the same name in 
the Parish of Canillo.

INTERMEDIATE VIAS FERRATAS (all day activity):  Via ferrata 
Racons + Canal del Grau (Grandvalira-Canillo), Via ferrata Bony 
d’Envalira (Grandvalira-Encamp ). Routes with 400 metres of vertical 
drop, vertical and fun stretches where you’ll spend 4 to 5 hours 
hanging from vertical faces. Racons + Canal del Grau, a technical line 
where climbing starts to become important. Bony d’Envalira, an 
outstanding alpine via ferrata.

b. LOWER MOUNTAIN ITINERARIES

Easy excursions, with low uphill stretches, always along the valley 
floor, all types of public, livestock, flora, fauna and 
vegetation, wood, iron, visits to mountain refuges in the 
heart of the valley and to local farmhouses of the 
Principality’s valleys. The duration of the trip is around 
4 hours. Visit to the Vall de Sorteny Natural Park, the 
Vall de Coma Pedrosa future Natural Park, discovering the 
valley’s special flora, fauna and vegetation, excursion 
time around 3 hours or visit  to the Vall de Madriu world 
heritage site.
